A two hour flight to 
Houston and two more hours form there and you are on the doorstep of Palenque, one of the greatest places 
on the globe… and it just gets better from there as you look forward to camping for a night in Yaxchilan, 
visiting imperial Tikal, cruising the lakes and rivers, soaking up the culture of the Highlands and doing 
humanitarian service across Lake Atitlan.  It doesn’t get any better than this. 
 
The tours will be directed by David Webb, owner of Webb Tours.  He has directed many groups to Central 
and South America and speaks fluent Spanish.  He will be joined by excellent local guides in several of the 
places we’ll visit.   The tour is an educational symposium and a feast for the eyes.  You’ll love the food, the 
colorful local cultures, the unique hotels, the inspiring landscapes and the people that call these places home. 
 
The entire tour is done in elegant style. We use first class transportation and stay in very comfortable hotels 
(4-star in several places). The tour includes all ground transportation, ALL breakfasts and dinners, all 
admissions, taxes and more. You simply buy lunch and souvenirs.  So get on board.  This is one you won’t 
want to miss! 

Daily Itinerary - 10 Day tour 
 
Day 1: Thursday, June 21st. Today our journey begins with a flight through Houston to Villa Hermosa, Mexico.  
The flight arrives in the evening.  We’ll stay at the nearby HILTON HOTEL  and get some good rest before beginning 
the real adventure tomorrow.   Welcome to the INCREDIBLE jungles of Central Mexico.   
 
Day 2: Friday, June 22nd. Welcome to the land of the Maya!  Today you’ll visit what is without question one of the 
most beautiful of ruins in the Americas, if not the world. Palenque (Paw-Lain-Kay) is almost always rated among the 
“top 3 ruins” to see in America. Although not as big as 
some of the other ancient cities, the stunning setting of 
Palenque is beyond breathtaking. Our guest guide at 
Palenque is the head archaeologist of a major 
archaeological project at Palenque Ruins and will give us 
an interesting tour.  After enjoying the site, we’ll take an 
interesting stroll through the heart of the jungle (about ½ 
mile) as we casually make our way out of the site.  We will 
then spend a few minutes in the interesting museum where 
we’ll show you the Mayan Hieroglyph that has been 
translated to mean “And it came to pass”.  In the late 
afternoon, there is an optional 40 minute drive out to Misol 
Ha, one of Mexico’s spectacular waterfalls (featured in 
“The Testaments”). Today you will learn about the 
“Narrow Neck of Land” that connects North America to 
Central America.  B, D 
 
Day 3: Saturday, June 23rd. After a nice breakfast, we’ll continue deeper into the jungle.  Our first stop (just an hour 
away) is a small site called Bonampak – famous for its well preserved murals and its idyllic setting.  The acoustics 
here are phenomenal allowing Mayan Kings to address large numbers of people without amplification.  We’ll spend an 
hour here.  We then head for the Usumacinta River, the “Nile of the Mayans”. After eating some lunch, we’ll board 
our boat for an hour ride deep into the jungle to the ruins of Yaxchilan (Yawsh-chi-lawn). No roads out here.  This is 



remote paradise, deep in the jungle. Here, some of ancient America’s most charismatic kings and queens built a great 
city on the river. We’ll spend some time touring this intriguing site.  
Tonight will be a night to remember.  Our excellent local contacts will 
meet us with a catered dinner and with a ready-made camp for our 
group right at the ruins!  They’ll put up the tents, provide bedding and 
cots and we’ll enjoy a night in the jungle.  This is fun for all ages as the 
sleeping arrangements are very comfortable.  There are good restroom 
facilities at the site.  Trust me on this one.  You’ll never forget the night 
you camped in the ruins on the river in the jungle.  B, D     
 
Day 4: Sunday, June 24th Today our after our catered breakfast, we’ll 
return to our boat and continue another hour or so on the river 
disembarking on the other side.  Welcome to Guatemala, home to some 
of the world’s most intriguing places. We do a bit of driving today as we 
make our way into the heart of the country.  The jungle is dense in this area known as the Guatemalan Lowlands.  In 
the late afternoon, we arrive at the shores of beautiful Lake Peten Itza where we’ll stay at the 4-Star Camino Real 
Tikal Hotel. The setting is stunning, and just minutes from Tikal   B, D 
  
Day 5: Monday, June 25th. A day you will NEVER forget awaits you today as we visit the ruins of mighty Tikal  

(Tee-Call). Most consider Tikal to be the greatest of all American ruins to 
visit, and rivals Machu Picchu in its magnificence.  You will be dwarfed, 
overpowered and overwhelmed by the size and grandeur of the pyramids 
here. Over 3000 buildings have been identified at the city.  Over 50 have 
been restored and they date from 300 BC to 900 AD.  You’ll have the 
chance (if you want to) to climb pyramids over 200 feet tall with tops 
that tower over the jungle.  It is fascinating to learn about the rise and fall 
of surrounding empires as Tikal rose to dominance.   We’ll have the 
whole day to enjoy it at our leisure. We’ll return to our hotel in the 
afternoon where you’ll have some free time for swimming or relaxing at 
our nice hotel.  We’ll stay again at the Camino Real Tikal Hotel.  B, D 
 

Day 6: Tuesday, June 26th. This morning we will drive to the airport in the small town of Flores and take a one hour 
flight to Guatemala City. The one hour flight takes us from the dense jungles of the lowlands of Central Guatemala to 
the highlands of southern Guatemala.  This is the land of “eternal spring” with temperatures in the 70’s almost year 
round.  We start in Guatemala City.  For the LDS participants, this is the number one archaeological candidate for the 
City of Nephi – right in the middle of the capitol city.  We’ll visit those ruins of Kaminaljuyu today. Most of the 
ancient city here is now covered by modern buildings. You will visit some recent excavations (made by BYU 
archeologists and others) and hear fascinating lectures about their findings. In the afternoon, we will have ascended up 
into the mountains of Guatemala where you will view one of the most majestic sites of the Americas, and a great 
hidden secret: Lake Atitlan . This crater lake is one of the most beautiful places on earth. Your hotel is a paradise on 
the shores of the lake, with acres and acres of flower gardens.  We’ll be here for three nights.  B, D 
 
Day 7: Wednesday, June 27th. Wake up this morning to a stunning view of Lake Atitlan . You can enjoy the 
relaxing atmosphere with a stroll, a swim or a good book.  It is here that 
the Quiche Maya believe the earth was born.  In the late morning 
(around 10:30) we will take a boat ride on Lake Atitlan, surrounded by 
numerous volcanoes. Your boat ride will take you over some interesting 
sunken ruins that have been found here – cities that once existed but 
have been covered by water some 2,000 years ago.   Shoppers in the 
group will love visiting the markets at Panajachel, where native 
Mayans have produced a wide array of products from wood, to 
ceramics, to textiles. Many Mayans around the lake still dress in 
traditional clothing styles and practice traditional that have been passed 
down through the generations.. You will feel like you have stepped into 
the past. You don’t have to go to a museum to see the look of ancient 
cultures, they still thrive here in the Guatemalan Highlands today!  B, D  
 



Day 8: Thursday, June 28th. We have set aside a good portion of this day to visit a rural school and provide some 
needed humanitarian assistance.  We’ll take a boat ride across the lake to the town of Santiago Atitlan.  We will be 
bringing school supplies and hygiene supplies with us on the trip and we’ll have a chance to deliver them to the local 
community.  We’ll enjoy a little performance put on by the kids and we’ll have a chance to interact with them.  This 
is also a town with some very unique wares, so we’ll enjoy some shopping time as well. For those who want to swim 
in the lake, our boat will return via an area of “warm springs” where the adventurous can take a dip.  A delicious 
dinner awaits at the hotel when we get back.  It will be a day to remember.  B, D 
 
Day 9:  Friday, June 29th.  A short 2 1/2 hour drive takes you this morning to Antigua Guatemala, the colonial 
capital of the country for centuries (which has now moved to Guatemala City).  You will enjoy the truly beautiful 
scenery today as you travel through some of the mountain valleys of southern Guatemala.  Antigua was destroyed by 
earthquakes, but has been rebuilt in modern times. This beautiful, colonial, renaissance town now is home to many 
artists and schools. Here you will visit the jade jewelry factory, and see how world-class gemstones were cut by the 
ancient, as well as modern jewelry makers. Stay in a 4-star hotel within walking distance of the action.   We’ll have a 
great farewell dinner together tonight. B. D 
 
Day 10: Saturday, June 30th. Your tour ends today. But before you leave the beautiful country of Guatemala, you 
may have an opportunity to spend an hour at the National Archeological Museum of Guatemala . It’s a great way to 
summarize some of our learnings from the trip. We then continue to the airport for our flight home.  B, D

Registration Information:  
To make a reservation, simply fill out the attached reservation form and send it to us with a deposit of $300 per 
person.  When we receive your deposit, we will mail you a receipt confirming that you are registered for the tour.  A 
letter with instructions, hotel itinerary flight information (if applicable) and luggage tags will be sent 45-60 days prior 
to departure at which time the balance will be due.  You do not need to pay the balance until after you receive that 
packet.  We require final payments in the form of a check.  If that is not possible, arrangements can be made to use a 
credit card.  Webb Tours accepts Visa, Mastercard and Discover.   
 
Cancellation Penalties 
We understand that you may need to cancel your trip for whatever reason.  If it is 90 days or more before departure, all 
money will be refunded.  If it is within 90 days, we will charge you only what Webb Tours cannot recover.  In some 
cases, we can recover all of it.  In others, we cannot.  Cruise lines, airlines, hotels and other service providers require 
funds in advance and have their own rules about what will be refunded once paid.  We must follow their guidelines.  
For airlines, specifically, tickets are generally non refundable when purchased.  However, most airlines will allow the 
value of the canceled tickets to be reused for future travel, though a penalty may be assessed to reuse the tickets.  If 
you have to cancel, Webb Tours will work with other providers to obtain as much refund as possible for our travelers.  
Our travelers know us to be very fair in this regard. 
 
Cancellation Insurance:   
Cancellation insurance is also available should you be interested.  The insurance provider that we us is a company 
called Travelex.  You can learn about them at www.travelexinsurance.com.  With this insurance, most of your money 
will be returned to you in case you have to cancel for covered reasons (illness or death of an immediate family 
member) at the last minute.  The price for the insurance varies based on the price of the trip and the age of the 
participant (at the time the insurance is purchased).
